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Completion, Placement and Licensure Results 

 

As the new year is a few weeks away and we look forward to another rewarding year assisting the 

students of the Allen School of Health Sciences pursue their educational goals, I would like to share with 

you our Completion, Placement and Licensure rates recently submitted to COE as part of our Annual 

Report. 

The following results relate to activity during the time period of July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020 and 

are reported separately by campus and program. As a reminder, COE requires us to examine our 

performance in this way and has determined minimum benchmarks as shown in the chart below:
